Book review: óThree Cups of Teaô 

 
Bronwyn Benn (President of the School Council and mum to 
Callum 3/4K and Ciarin 5/6D ) and I were talking about about 
World Teachersô Day, inspiring stories of education, vision 
and commitment etc.  Bronwyn has read a moving book and 
kindly agreed to forward a spiel for this newsletter.  She 
highly recommends it for as a Christmas gift for anyone ï not 
just teachers!  Bronwyn prepared the following for us:  
 
"Three Cups of Tea" - Greg Mortensen and David Oliver 
Relin 
 
Greg Mortensen, an American recreational mountain climber, 
becomes lost and ill while trying to climb K2, in northern 
Pakistan, and is taken in by impoverished local villagers who 
nurse him back to health.  While staying with them, Greg is 
moved by their plight and their thirst for education for their 
children, and promises to return and build them a village 

school.  The villagers don't believe him (they've heard this 
type of thing before from American climbers) but they are 
amazed when Greg arrives back a year later with building 
materials for their school.  The story of how he obtains and 
transports the building materials is a book in itself.  But then 
the villagers need to build a bridge to get the truck across a 
wide river... 
 
Greg goes on to form the Central Asia Institute 
(www.ikat.org), which has since built more than 130 village 
schools in rural Pakistan and Afghanistan.  The Institute 
actively encourages girls to attend its schools.  Villages have 
to undertake to increase the enrolment of girls by 10% per 
year before the Institute will build them a school.  The 
Institute is entirely self-funded, mainly through its "Pennies 
for Peace" campaign among American school children.  
Earlier this year, the Pakistani Government awarded Greg 
Mortensen the Star of Pakistan, its highest civilian award, for 
his work. 
 
This New York Times #1 best seller is a fascinating 
and inspiring book, which clearly demonstrates the power of 
education for even the poorest and most disadvantaged 
people.  It also shows clearly that people living in rural 
Pakistan and Afghanistan are just like us, with the same 
concerns and values - a message that those of us in the 
developed world don't always hear clearly.  Itôs available from 
Dymocks online $24.95; at Borders; and Amazon gives % 
profits to Mortensenôs work. A "young readers' edition" and a 
childrenôs version ñListen to the Windô has just come out/ are 
coming out.ò
